DIRECTION NOTICE
UPON 
(1) The Applicant having made an application for specific discovery; 

(2) The Tribunal having adjudicated upon that application;

(3) No further applications having been made to the Tribunal; and 

(4)  The Parties having submitted their proposed directions to take this application forward to hearing
IT IS DIRECTED AS FOLLOWS:

1. In order to bring finality to this matter, the hearing of this application shall dispose of all aspects (whether preliminary or substantive) of the application.
2. To facilitate an efficient hearing of the application, within 14 days of the date of this Notice, the parties shall agree and file with the Tribunal a Statement of Issues, comprising:
a. All legal issues to be considered in the application; 
b. All factual matters which are agreed;
c. All factual matters which are in dispute.
3. Within 7 days of the agreement and filing of the Statement of Issues in accordance with paragraph 2 above, the parties shall exchange witness statements. Within 7 days of receipt of such witness statements, the opposing party shall confirm whether it requires any witness to be cross-examined.
4. Within 14 days of the agreement and filing of the Statement of Issues in accordance with paragraph 2 above, the parties shall file with the Tribunal:
a. Four copies of an agreed and bundle of documents to be considered upon the hearing of this application;
b. Four copies of skeleton arguments and authorities.
5. The parties shall forthwith liaise with the Tribunal to identify hearing dates in November 2020 and to confirm the mode of hearing.
6. That the parties have liberty to apply.

Right of Appeal

Pursuant to Rule 32(2) of the Rules, a right of appeal lies from this Decision of the Tribunal to the High Court of Justice in Northern Ireland. Any party, or the Attorney General, seeking permission to appeal must make a written application to the Tribunal for permission to appeal, to be received by the Tribunal no later than 28 days from the date on which the Tribunal sent notification of this decision to the person seeking permission to appeal. Such application must identify the alleged error(s) in the Decision and state the grounds on which the person applying intends to rely before the High Court.
